This Standing Order of the District of New Jersey isintended to address certain concerns
regarding privacy and identity engendered by Local Civil Rule 10.1(b).

IT ISTHEREFORE ORDERED THAT:

In light of the Court’ s concerns about privacy and identity intrusions under the current
version of Local Civil Rule 10.1(b), and pending a complete formal review of Local Civil Rule
10.1 by the Committee of Rules of Practice and Procedure and the Board of Judges, and with
notice and opportunity for public comment to be given in the future, the Court determines that
under 28 U.S.C. § 2071(e) and Local Civil Rule 83.2 there is an immediate need for the
suspension of the requirement in Local Civil Rule 10.1(b) that attorneys provide “the initials of
their first and last name, and last four digits of the [attorney’ s| social security number” on filed
documents, and said requirement is hereby suspended for a period not to exceed one year and
until further Order of this Court.
